TROUBLESHOOTING

Before concluding that the player is out of order,
please refer to this troubleshooting guide to make
sure that there is not a simple remedy for the
problem. The vast majority of performance pro-
blems have their source in set up erros bad connec-

tions to other equipment, or malfunctions of other
equipment.

Find trouble symptom on the chart below, and try
the suggested remedies.

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MAINTENANCE

Cleaning the player

e Use a soft, clean cioth to wipe off dust and dirt
accumulated on the player. If necessary, moisten
a soft cloth with diluted neutral detergent to
remove heavy dirt.

e Never use paint-thinner, benzene, or other
solvents. They react with the surface and cause
color changes and melting.

Video disc care

e Video discs are made of hard plastic. Use a
soft cloth to lightly wipe off dust and dirt.

e Finger prints and dust on the video disc do not
affect the recorded signal. However, excessive
dirt may interfer with reproduced picture
quality, so it is a good idea to keep the video
discs clean.

e Therefore, it is best to handle video discs by
the outer edges and center hole only, just as
you would do with ordinary phonograph re-
cords.

e Always replace discs in thier jackets after use.
To prevent warping, keep discs away from high
temperature and humidity.

Objective lens care

The objective lens is a key part of the player. Note
that the lens surface must be clean in order to
maintain best performance. Never try to touch the
lens surface. Hold the lid closed to keep out dust
and dirt unless it is necessary to open for installing
and removing a video disc.

if an amount of dust or dirt becomes heavy
enough, it may degrade picture quality. Dust can
be removed from the lens with an air blower for a
camera lens.
