Model 340 & 640 Waterproof Tactical Light

Introduction

The Model 340 & 640 Tactical Lights provide a rugged and reliable source of high
intensity light mounted below the barrel of the weapon. The light can be activated by
pressing on the Pressure Switch attached to the handgrip or by pushing forward on the
Switch Actuator Plates on the sides of the Housing.

Installation

1.

Remove the magazine from the weapon and inspect the weapon to be certain it is
not loaded.

2. Retract the Slide and latch it back using the Slide Catch Lever.

3. Rotate the Take Down Latch 90 degrees clockwise.

4. Depress the Slide Catch Lever and remove the Slide Assembly from the weapon

frame.

5. Remove the Take Down Latch from the frame.

6. Position the H40 Housing on the frame so that the attachment pin hole is aligned

with the Take Down Latch hole.

. Install the Take Down Latch provided in the Kit so that the pin on the end of the

lever seats fully into the H40 Housing.

. Position the Take Down Latch so that the arm faces downward. Install the slide

assembly and latch it back.

. Rotate the Take Down Latch 90 degrees counter clockwise to its normal position

and close Slide.

Using the Hex Wrench provided in the Kit, tighten the Set Screw in the base of the
Housing until it contacts the trigger guard then turn the set screw out 1/8 turn so as
not to put tension on the Slide Stop. After firing 500 rounds the Set Screw may loosen,
remove it and install the extra Set Screw provided in the Kit.*

Select the location desired on the weapon for mounting the Pressure Switch. Clean
the surface of the position selected with alcohol to remove oil & dirt.

Using the Velcro provided in the Kit, remove the paper backing from the “loop”

section of Velcro and press in place on clean area.

Wipe the flat side of the Pressure Switch with alcohol to remove oil & dirt.

Remove the paper backing from the Velcro “hook” and press it in place on the

rear side of the Pressure Switch.

Using Velcro, position the Pressure Switch on the weapon. Route the cable so that
it does not interfere with the weapon operation.

Install the battery with the + terminal facing out.

Install the Lamp Module. Unit is now ready for use.

Lamp Replacement

1. Unscrew Bezel from Lamp Module. Lift Lamp assembly out of Bezel.
2. Install replacement Lamp Assembly inBezel and reassemble by screwing onto Lamp Housing
until itisfully seated.

Battery Replacement

1. Unscrew Lamp Module from Housing and shake out old battery.
2. Install new battery with the + terminal facing out.

3. Reinstall Lamp Module.
