            The solution that used that RS232 Protocol has been phased out recently by a newer video processor. The currently shipping 542H (542-B12) and 537H (537-B12) are an MTK 5372 that has an easier RS232 command set, but has a proprietary power on command. A command of 00 @ a 110-150 baud rate must be sent, then you have to send an initial command right after at the default 115200 baud rate. After you can execute and run any command and the sets will function. The older versions of the 37” & 42” (B11’s) cannot be changed and since it is no phased out.
